for the period 2020 through 2022; and the general membership unanimously adopted the
recommendations;

Be it resolved by the Board of Trustees of Jackson Township, Stark County, Ohio, that pursuant
to Section 5747.53 and Chapter 5747 of the Ohio Revised Code, which authorizes the County
Budget Commission to apportion the Undivided Local Government Fund under an alternative
method or on a formula basis, the Board of Trustees of Jackson Township hereby approves the
continuation of the Alternative Method for apportioning the Stark County Undivided Local
Government Fund which was approved in 2009, for the period 2020 through 2022. Approval is
further granted for the Stark County Budget Commission to apportion the 2020 through the 2022
Stark County Undivided Local Government Funds according to the Alternative Method. 3-0 yes
