McDonald House in Akron.  Ms. Delucas told the Board what the Ronald McDonald House does 

and how many Stark County families they serve.  She said they provide a home for families that 

have children being cared for at Akron Children’s Hospital.  She said they take care of the basic 

needs like meals, somewhere to sleep, shower and rest.  She said the original house opened in 1985 

with 20 rooms. Because of the growth of the hospital over the years they were turning away 4000 

families a year.  They expanded in April 2018 and they now have 42 rooms.  She said they raise 

money like all other non-profit organizations in the community.  She said they do not receive any 

State or Federal funding and they are completely separate from Akron Children’s Hospital, but 

they do receive a small percentage of their funding from McDonald’s.   

 

Gonzalez said this morning on Facebook a lady from Jackson Township posted a story about the 

Ronald McDonald house. 

 

Laura Tubo, the area manager from FirstEnergy Service Company told the Board that she has lived 

in Stark County for 26 years and is very familiar with Jackson Township.  She said they have
